 ANNOUNCES THE GRANT OF AN 800 MHz SMR LICENSE TO 

HIGH TECH COMMUNICATIONS, INC. FOR 

ECONOMIC AREA 174A (PUERTO RICO – VIRGIN ISLANDS) 

Auction Event No. 16


On December 8, 1997, the FCC completed its auction of 525 licenses for the upper 200 channels of the Specialized Mobile Radio (SMR) service in the 800 MHz band.
  The FCC long-form application (FCC Form 600), submitted by High Tech Communications Inc. (High Tech) for Economic Area 

(EA 174A) (Puerto Rico – Virgin Islands), was conditionally granted on March 10, 1998.
  High Tech did not comply with the conditions set forth in the Conditional Grant Public Notice, but in an Order, released September 2, 1999, High Tech was granted a limited waiver with modified conditions.
 Because High Tech has complied with the requirements outlined in that Order, we hereby grant High Tech’s application for EA 174A (Puerto Rico – Virgin Islands).


As an EA licensee, High Tech has the right to notify incumbents operating on frequencies included in their spectrum block of its intention to relocate such incumbents within 90 days of the release of the Public Notice commencing the voluntary negotiating period.
  If an incumbent does not receive timely notification of relocation the EA licensee loses the right to require that incumbent to relocate.  Id. This Public Notice DOES NOT initiate the one-year "voluntary negotiation period" for EA 174A, Puerto Rico – Virgin Islands.  The commencement of the one-year voluntary negotiation period will be announced in a separate public notice.  However, conditional licensees and incumbents need not wait for the release of that public notice to begin discussions concerning the details of anticipated relocations in EA 174A.
