APPROVES WITHDRAWAL OF 

APPLICATION FOR TRANSFER OF CONTROL

On February 28, 1997, the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau’s Licensing and Technical Analysis Branch granted an application for transfer of control (Transfer Application) of Pueblo MSA Limited Partnership (Pueblo), licensee of cellular radiotelephone service Station KNKA519, Market No 241(B), from Pine Drive Telephone Company (Pine Drive) to CommNet Cellular Inc. (CommNet).  See Public Notice, Report No. LB-97-22 (rel. Feb. 28, 1997). 

On March 17, 1997, Pine Drive and The Rye Telephone Company (Rye) filed a Joint Petition for Reconsideration of the grant.

On February 17, 2000, CommNet advised the Commission that its Transfer Application was moot.  Letter from Robert M. Jackson, counsel to CommNet, to Magalie Roman Salas, Secretary of the FCC   (Feb. 17, 2000) (CommNet Letter).  CommNet states that its wholly owned subsidiary, Cellular Inc. Network Corporation, has acquired the respective interests of Pine Drive and Rye in Pueblo.  See FCC Public Notice Report No. 332 (Sept. 29, 1999) (approving transfer of control of Pueblo’s cellular license, file no. 0000017600) and FCC Public Notice Report No. 422 (Jan. 5, 2000)  (approving transfer of control of Pueblo’s microwave licenses, file no. 0000043595).

The Policy and Rules Branch of the Commercial Wireless Division has reviewed the CommNet Letter and hereby dismisses, with prejudice, the application for transfer of control of Pueblo MSA Limited Partnership (Pueblo), licensee of cellular radiotelephone service Station KNKA519, Market No 241(B), from Pine Drive Telephone Company (Pine Drive) to CommNet Cellular Inc. (CommNet), filed on January 8, 1997, File No. 01379-CL-TC-97. Our dismissal of the Transfer Application renders moot the Joint Petition for Reconsideration filed by Pine Drive Telephone Company and The Rye Telephone Company on March 17, 1997.  We therefore dismiss the Joint Petition for Reconsideration.
