On November 17, 2000, the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau (Bureau) announced that it is prepared to grant applications for 1014 licenses to the winners of the 800 MHz Specialized Mobile Radio (SMR) Service General Category (851-854 MHz) and Upper Band (861-865 MHz) licenses (Auction 34), provided that each applicant makes its final payment before the deadlines established by the Commission.
  The final payment deadline was December 18, 2000.


Final payment was received for 1014 markets by the final payment deadline.  Accordingly, by this Public Notice we announce the grant of the 800 MHz Specialized Mobile Radio (SMR) Service General Category (851-854 MHz) and Upper Band (861-865 MHz) licenses listed in Attachment A.
