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WIRELESS TELECOMMUNICATIONS BUREAU GRANTS CONSENT FOR TRANSFER OF CONTROL OF BROADBAND PCS LICENSES


Pursuant to sections 4(i) and 310(d) of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, (the “Act”), 47 U.S.C. §§ 154(i), 310(d), and section 0.331 of the Commission’s rules, 47 C.F.R. § 0.331, the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau approves the application requesting Commission consent to transfer control of the broadband Personal Communications Services (“PCS”) licenses of Iowa Wireless Services Holding Corporation (“Iowa Wireless”) from VoiceStream Wireless Corporation (“VoiceStream”) to Deutsche Telekom AG (“DT”).  See ULS File No. 0000315934.  VoiceStream and DT, with the consent of Iowa Wireless, asked that the instant application for transfer of control of VoiceStream’s 38-percent limited partnership interest in Iowa Wireless from VoiceStream to DT be subject to the processing procedures for substantive transfers of control.


The Commission recently granted Iowa Wireless’s petition for declaratory ruling under section 310(b)(4) of the Act, 47 U.S.C. § 310(b)(4), and authorized Iowa Wireless to be indirectly owned up to 38 percent by DT and DT’s German shareholders.  See Applications of VoiceStream Wireless Corporation, Powertel, Inc, and Deutsche Telekom AG, Memorandum Opinion and Order, IB Docket No. 00-187, FCC 01-142, para. 137 (rel. Apr. 27, 2001).
