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In order to promote minority and women ownership of telecommunications, broadcast and other communications assets, the Commission should make information about any mandated divestiture of assets or licenses resulting from the review of pending transactions publicly available on its website and/or via public notices and press releases.  Moreover, in addition to providing such notices, the Commission should periodically host workshops in order to educate parties generally interested in acquiring divestiture assets or licenses on the application process, necessary qualifications, financial obligations and other pertinent information, including the Department of Justice Antitrust Division Policy Guide to Merger Remedies, which outlines the criteria the DOJ will use in approving any proposed Purchaser of Divestiture Assets.*
