Introduction

Agenda item 1.17 addresses protection of existing services in all Regions from non-geostationary-satellite networks in the fixed-satellite service using the frequency bands around 1.4 GHz on a secondary basis, in accordance with Resolution 745 (WRC-03).

Under this agenda item, compatibility studies between the fixed-satellite service (FSS) for feeder links to non-geostationary mobile-satellite service (MSS) satellites and other services around 1.4 GHz had been conducted in ITU-R.

APT members note that, based on ITU-R studies, sharing between FSS feeder link and other services is not feasible, because large separation distance, geographical separation, or additional constrains are required.
Therefore, APT members support Method 1 of the CPM Report, that is, suppression of the secondary FSS allocation for MSS feeder links in the frequency bands 1 390-1 392 MHz (Earth-to-space) and 1 430-1 432 MHz (space-to-Earth).
