Resolution 545 (WRC-03) – Technical and regulatory procedures relating to the broadcasting-satellite service networks operating in the 620-790 MHz band

Introduction

This agenda item seeks to review the sharing criteria and put in place, as applicable, regulatory provisions that can protect television-broadcasting services in the band 620-790 MHz from broadcasting-satellite service networks in accordance with Resolution 545 (WRC-03).

The terrestrial broadcasting service is allocated on a primary basis in all three Regions and several administrations have already undergone a transition to digital terrestrial television operation in the band 620-790 MHz. In the case of Africa, the migration processes are at different stages of progression. The African administrations recognize that there are only two satellites (“STATSIONAR T” AND “STATSIONAR T2”) operating in this band in accordance with No. 5.311. These two assignments have not caused any harmful interference to nor claimed any protection from the terrestrial systems, including terrestrial television systems in Africa.
Some administrations have already transited to digital terrestrial television while other administrations and Regions are developing transition processes in the 470-862 MHz frequency band. Based on the RR provisions, there are other services such as fixed service (FS), mobile service (MS), and aeronautical radionavigation services (ARNS) in the 645-790 MHz band. The continued maximum use of this band by terrestrial services and the BSS will be constrained.

The African administrations support Method B of the CPM Report to WRC-07, which proposes the suppression of No. 5.311 and Recommendation 705 and provides for the development of a draft new Resolution [620-790 MHz (WRC-07)]. This method recognizes that No. 5.311 may not address the current environment when a new regional digital terrestrial plan will be turned into reality by 2015. This method allows continued operation of the two existing satellite systems and recognizes that any future implementation of the BSS would constrain other terrestrial services in this band.
Reasons:
RRC-06 established a frequency Plan for digital terrestrial broadcasting and adopted Resolution 1 (RRC-06) on the broadcasting-satellite service in the band 620-790 MHz. This Resolution invites WRC-07 to take the necessary measures to effectively protect the broadcasting plans and their subsequent evolution.
