Fortunately for me, I will probably

never lose total sight and will always be able to follow what is

happening to some extent.

But what about my less fortunate colleagues?  I cannot believe that a

whom pledge to support our military and vets, would allow narrow

priviledged interests to reverse the ruling in question.

I as you ‑‑ no I demand of you ‑‑ to let the ruling stand.  What sort of

country takes from the disadvantaged for the sake of the advantaged?
