How Did You Do It? 
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• C# programming language (.NET application) 
• Windows Forms (WinForms) 
• Standard controls with native accessibility built in 

• Facebook Graph API (named after the idea of a social graph) 
• Information on Facebook represented as nodes, edges, fields 
• HTTP based 
• Access tokens used for authentication 

• Facebook Chat API  
• Jabber/Extensible Messaging and Presence Protocol (XMPP) 

• Proprietary code and 3rd party tools used for: 
• Authentication and licensing 
• Spell check
