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1. In this Memorandum Opinion and Order (“Order”), we cancel the proposed monetary
forfeiture in the anourt of ten thousand dollars ($10000) issued to Jeffrey Alan Pettrey for his apparent
violation of Section 3QL of the Communicaions Act of 1934, as amended (“the Act”).! The noted
violationinvolved operation of an uricensed radio transmitter.

2. On July 30, 204, the District Director of the Commisson's Columbia, Maryland Field
Office issued a Notice of Apparent Liability for Forfeiture (“NAL”)? in the anourt of $10000 to Mr.
Pettrey for the noted violation. Mr. Pettrey filed a resporse to the NAL on August 7, 2001acmmpanied
by documentation regarding his ability to pay the proposed forfeiture. After reviewing Mr. Pettrey's
response, we nclude that cancellation of the proposed $10,@0 forfeiture is warranted based on Mr.
Pettrey’ sinability to pay the proposed forfeiture.

3. Accordingly, IT ISORDERED that, pursuant to Section 504(b) of the Act® and Sections
0.111, 0.31 and 1.8@f)(4) of the Commisdon's Rules,* the forfeiture in the anourt of ten thousand
ddlars ($10,000) proposed in the July 30, 200INAL issued to Jeffrey Alan Pettrey IS CANCELLED.
