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By the Commission:

1.  In this Order, we grant an application for review filed by Queen of Peace Radio, Inc., (“Queen of Peace”), licensee of Station WQOP, Atlantic Beach, Florida.  Queen of Peace seeks review of a Memorandum Opinion and Order, DA 00-876, released April 17, 2000.  In that Order, the Chief, Enforcement Bureau, denied reconsideration of a Forfeiture Order, DA 00-141, released January 31, 2000, which imposed a $7,000 forfeiture against Queen of Peace for willful and repeated violations of the main studio rule, 47 C.F.R. § 73.1125.   

2.  After considering all of the facts and circumstances, we believe the licensee made significant good faith efforts to comply with the main studio rules.  We conclude that no sanction should be imposed.  See generally The Commission’s Forfeiture Policy Statement and Amendment of Section 1.80 of the Rules to Incorporate the Forfeiture Guidelines, 12 FCC Rcd 17087, 17101, 17116 (1997), recon. denied, 15 FCC Rcd 303 (1999).  Section 1.80(b)(4) of the Commission’s rules and accompanying note, 47 C.F.R. § 1.80(b)(4) (downward adjustment for good faith).


3.  Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED, pursuant to authority granted by section 5(c) of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 47 U.S.C. § 155(c), and section 1.115(g) of the Commission’s rules, 47 C.F.R. § 1.115(g), that the application for review filed May 16, 2000, by Queen of Peace Radio, Inc. IS GRANTED and the forfeiture IS CANCELED.
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
