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On 1 February 2005, Otto W. Hoernig III was appointed President of Spacelink International, an ESSI company. Mr. Hoernig has been with Spacelink since inception in 1995, serving as Director of Operations until March 1998, then as Vice President of Operations and Engineering until December 2000, when he was promoted to Vice President and Chief Operating Officer.

  

In his 10 years at Spacelink, Mr. Hoernig developed strategic relationships to strengthen interest in Spacelink's abilities and capabilities to participate as a major USG communications service provider.  He developed the company interest to participate in large DoD Satcom acquisition programs including the DISN Transmission Services Global (DSTS-G) contract.
