Brief Abstract/System Description: The EAS permits users to submit applications in order to legally market equipment subject to the FCC Equipment Authorization Regulations. The associated web site allows the public to electronically complete and obtain a Grantee Code; change the Grantee Code information; submit an Application for Equipment Authorization (FCC ID#). The system also provides several on-line search options. Equipment authorization ensures that radio transmitters and other equipment meet standards to minimize their potential to cause interference to radio services. The equipment authorization is based on an electronically submitted application and test results submitted by the manufacturer or other responsible party. 
The Commission reduced from five to three the number of different equipment authorization procedures: Certification, where applications are sent to the FCC directly or through a Telecommunications Certification Body (TCB), and two manufacturer self-authorization programs, Declaration of Conformity, and Verification. The Notification program was eliminated, and the Type Acceptance program was combined in the Certification program.
