Brief Abstract/System Description:  The Electronic Commission’s Lifecycle Agenda Tracking System (eCLAS) is a web-based system that will track Agenda items from the date of its receipt by the Office of the Chairman (OCH) through its release.  In addition, it will track Commissioners voting activity and history and assist the Office of the Secretary (OS) in managing the Federal Communications Commission’s (FCC) Agenda process.  

eCLAS fulfills the Commission’s vision to “Modernize the FCC” and is a highly productive, adaptive, and innovative system that maximizes the benefits to stakeholders and staff, and establishes effective management systems and processes.  eCLAS supports the Commission’s most important clients – the Chairman, Commissioners, and the B/Os – and its most visible and high profile decision-making documents.

eCLAS is designed to:  (1) generate a CLAS number, and track Agenda decision documents from the initiation date through the date of release, (2) generate reports and data regarding Circulate and Meeting decision documents, (3) facilitate electronic voting on decision documents by the Commission, (4) Automatic email notification to concerned parties for each agenda item will be available for key lifecycle events, and (5) benefit from the same access security as the FCC network.
