Pursuant to A.R.S. §4l.7O4 the Director of the Arizona Department of Administration (ADOA) is
required to:

• Adopt rules and procedures for the administering and disbursing monies deposited
in the Emergency Telecommunication Services Revolving Fund;

• Review and approve, at least quarterly, requests by political subdivisions for
payment for operating emergency telecommunications service systems;

• Bi-annually recommend to the Arizona Legislature the amount of the
Telecommunication Services Excise Tax that will be required to support the
implementation of the State's 91 1 program; and

• Administer the Emergency Telecommunication Services Revolving Fund.

The administration of the State's 911 program, including how the collected funds are made available
to the localities, written criteria regarding the allowable uses of the collected funds and procedures
for the disbursement of funds, is governed by the rules adopted by ADOA pursuant to the Arizona
Administrative Code. These rules, which became effective on June 22, 1985, consist of Section R2-
1-401 through F2-l-4l I of the Arizona Administrative Code are as follows:

R2-l-40l Definitions;

R2-1 -402 Establishment of 911 Planning Committee;

R2-1 -403 Submission of Service Plan;

R2-1 -404 Certificate of Service Plan Approval;

R2-I-405 Resubmitting of a Service Plan;
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R2-1-406 Modification of an Approved Service Plan

R2-1-407 911 System Design Standards;

R2-1-408 911 Operational Requirements;

R2-1-409 Funding Eligibility;

R2- 1-410 Method of Reimbursement; and

R2-1-41 I Allocation of Funds.

The Director of ADOA has the authority to approve the expenditure of funds collected for 911 or
E91 1 purposes. The State 911 Office annually reviews a budget for each political subdivision
eligible for program funding. A detailed review of equipment, network and other approved costs is
completed and funding approval is provided to the political subdivision.

The State 911 Office is responsible for reviewing the accuracy of all invoices for eligible emergency
telecommunication services and the payments rendered directly from the Emergency
Telecommunication Services Revolving Fund for the implementation and support of 911 or E91 1
services.

Pursuant to A.R.S § 41-704, ninety-five percent of the revolving fund is identified for the explicit
purpose of emergency telecommunication services including necessary and appropriate equipment
or service for implementing and operating emergency telecommunication services through political
subdivisions of the State. This includes monthly recurring costs of emergency telecommunication
services such as expenditures for capital, maintenance and operating purposes. In addition, the
wireless carrier's costs associated with the provision, development, desigiî, construction and
maintenance of wireless emergency telecommunication services is also included.

ADOA is authorized to use up to two-thirds of the five percent deposited annually in the Emergency
Telecommunications Services Fund for the administrative costs. The remainder of the five percent
may be allocated for local network management of contracts with Publics Safety Answering Points
for emergency telecommunication services.

Effective January 1, 2014, A.R.S. § 42-5402, prepaid wireless telecommunications retailers rather
than service providers will be liable for remitting the E91 I excise tax on prepaid wireless
telecommunications service. Laws 2012, Chapter 198 (HB2094). Laws 2012, Chapter 198
(HB2094) established a prepaid wireless telecommunications E91 I excise tax. The tax is 0.80% of
the gross proceeds of sales or gross income from the retail sale of prepaid wireless
telecommunications services. Retailers are authorized to retain 3% of the cost of the tax that they
collect from their customers.

Counsel, Budget Director, Legislative Liaison, Assistant Director & Chief Enterprise Integration
Officer, Executive Manager and 911 Administrator which meets quarterly to review revenue
expenditure reports, on-going projects, new projects under consideration and future spending
decisions.

E. Description of Uses of Collected 911/E911 Fees

support 911 and E911 services or enhancements of such services.

There are 89 Public Safety Answering Points in Arizona that are eligible for 911 funding from the
Emergency Telecommunication Services Excise Tax. During the annual period ending December 31,
2014, funds were expended for 911 equipment upgrades, 911 equipment maintenance and 911 network
services, as well as for the wireless carriers' costs associated with the deployment and maintenance of
Wireless E91 I Phase II.

Equipment upgrades approved included the Phoenix Fire Department - 25 call answering positions,
Tempe Police Department - 21 call answering positions, Scottsdale PD - 17 call answering positions,
Phoenix Department of Public Safety - 14 call answering positions, Glendale Police Department - 13
call answering positions, Mesa Police Department - 30 call answering positions, Maricopa County
Sheriff's Office - 18 call answering positions. In addition to these larger PSAPs, equipment upgrades
were completed for nine more PSAPs, totaling 19 call answering positions.

Remedial maintenance is also important for this program and maintenance and software support contracts
are renewed as they expire. A total of 20 software support contracts were approved and renewed during
2014.

Mapping equipment for seven PSAPs were approved and installed in preparation for implementation of
Wireless Phase TI deployments.
