B. General Format

c. Aseparate ASCII file must be prepared for each tepgdore than one ASCII file can be
included in the same electronic upload file — whictreated by the data validation
program — as long as they are for the same reporioard the same period and version
(different submission numbers and multiple reasonsdoecting data are allowed).

d. The electronic submission will serve as the carrafisial filing.

C. Filing Requirement

confidential data but are not a substitute for apglipn confidential treatment with this
Commission following established Commission procedurée. Public Versioishould
neither include data for which the carrier is seeking praanetreatment nor Confidential
Treatment Data Records.

Carriers not seeking proprietary treatment for ang glabuld provide only one electronic
version which should be identified as the Unrestiidtersion

2. Data Items That Are "Not Available,” "Withheld," or Are “Irretrievable” — See
